The Smoke Control Association is an independent body of experts all involved in various aspects of the Smoke control Sector.  The association does work in many fields including the formation of standards and monitoring of developments worldwide.  The SCA holds three meetings a year at the FETA offices in Hare Hatch near Reading, and it also has several working groups.  Typical activities include:

· Smoke Control in Residential Buildings.  With the boom in apartment building over the last few years it is felt that the current guidance for smoke control is lacking.  As working group has been set up to try to better define appropriate strategies, and to enhance the life safety provisions of these buildings.

· Loading Bays and Service Tunnels.  Guidance is weak or nonexistent in this area whilst more and more mixed use buildings have them.  High soffit levels and magnified fire loads make them unlike basement car parks where guidance is clear.  A working group has been set up to analyse the real requirements for these spaces.

· Standards.  The SCA is represented on BSI committees and CEN committees.  It also seeks to define standards in all areas of smoke control such as:
