At their annual lunch on Thursday 17 April the chairman of the FETA Board, Gerry Stapley, announced that FETA will have a new website from 18 April.
The incentive for developing a new website is to provide a more efficient service to its member companies and also the general public.

Most of the changes are behind the scenes.  The latest website software has been used which will make it possible for FETA staff to rapidly make amendments rather than using a third party which has been the case ever since FETA’s first website back in 1995.
The result has been that most of the web-pages will look familiar to users.  The navigation is more intuitive and following years of experience, new categories have been introduced for the more popular areas.  FETA is a federation of six trade associations, and each one has its own identity within the website.  From anywhere in the website it is possible to get to any of the six trade associations or to FETA (or to the password protected area for members only).
