However with rising fuel prices, opening a window is no longer an option. For the health and well being of the occupants, protection of the building fabric and meeting Building Regulations, a correctly installed ventilation system is required. 
 This new industry seminar describes the various ventilation options, the specific installation requirements and commissioning procedures in an easily understood manner”.
