Hosted at the British Ambassador’s residence in Rome, selected Italian politicians and senior industrialists were able to discuss the synergy between policies, research and business in the shift to a low carbon economy.

“It is unusual to receive a specific invitation directly from the Foreign 

Office to speak to such an eminent audience, on the platform with both

a Minister and an Ambassador.  We were the only UK trade association

invited to be present.

However, this reveals the respect in which FETA is held as a leading

representative organisation within the building services sector.

More importantly it recognises that companies within FETA are part

of  the solution to a low carbon, energy efficient future, reflecting

the excellent work that the Heat Pump and Residential Ventilation

associations have carried out over many years to establish themselves

as expert trade bodies in this sector.  Using their input, I was able to

demonstrate to the Italian authorities just how effective air source

heat pumps and mechanical ventilation with heat recovery can be – even in the refurbishment of existing buildings.

By explaining how FETA works closely with government departments
to develop legislation, such as the building regulations, the subsequent
opportunities for member companies to understand the business

opportunites that then arise were highlighted.  This is exactly the

synergy between policy and commerce that will see us through to a 

more sustainable future in Europe.”
